Welcome to Hope Church.  We’re glad you’re here.  We hope you will grow in 
your knowledge of and love for the Lord Jesus Christ; be encouraged in coming 
close to Him and His people; and find joy in serving Him and the people of the 
world.

Information for visitors: restrooms are just to the right as you exit the sanctuary.  
Nurseries are to the right, through the double doors, left up the stairs, past the 
Sunday School rooms at the end of the hall.  Coffee is served in the foyer after the 
service.  You are invited to stay and fellowship with us.  During the service the 
children (age 3 – grade 4) will be dismissed for Sunday School.  You are 
encouraged to accompany them to their classrooms.  Teachers will bring them to 
the foyer during the song before communion.  

This morning we begin another 40-Days Journey.  There are one-page-for-the-
week daily devotions on the tables in the foyer.  Each Sunday you may pick one 
up for the following week that will lead you to the message the next Sunday and 
your discussions if you are in a group.  We are following Robert Munger’s “My 
Heart – Christ’s Home,” in which we are encouraged to travel with Jesus Christ 
through the areas of our lives symbolized by the rooms of a house, and let Him 
comment on how we are living.  The areas include: the Study, Dining 
Room/Kitchen, Living Room, Workroom, Recreation Room, Bedroom, and the 
Hall Closet.  Today we show Christ into our study.

Today is also Worldwide Communion Sunday.  We will celebrate being members 
of the Body of Christ with Christians around the world.  We in the western 
hemisphere are near the end of the time zones, which means that for hours before 
us people around the world have been sharing the communion together.  We are at 
the end of the line, but there is still plenty left.  If you are a follower of Jesus 
Christ and have proclaimed your allegiance and love for Him publicly, we are 
glad and honored to share this meal with you.  The elders will serve us in the 
pews.  We receive the elements from each other and then wait to eat and drink 
together.  The inner circle of cups is grape juice, the rest is wine.  Please do not 
hesitate to ask for the juice if there is none left when the tray is passed to you.  An 
elder will gladly get what you need. This afternoon Pastor Bob will continue the 
series on “The Mission of God: in each book of the Bible.”  Today we will look at 
Haggai.

Next Sunday the morning message will focus on the “Dining Room / Kitchen,” 
while the afternoon message will be on Zechariah.
